Target: The Lord's Prayer is not just to be memorized it is to be personalized.

1. Declaration of Acceptance & Allegiance

e God as : Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name. (Vs. 9)
[J My Confession: “Our”
[(J My Comfort: “Father”
[J My Consecration: “Hallowed”

*See what kind of love the Father has given to us, that we should be called children of God; and so we are (1 John 3:1)

e Godas : Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. (Vs. 10)
[J Your Authority: “Your Kingdom”
[J Your Agenda: “Your Will”
[J My Acceptance: “Be Done”
[J Your Administration: “On earth as it is in heaven”

*Seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness and all these things will be added unto you. (Matthew 6:33)
2. Declaration of Dependence & Defense

e Godas : Give us this day our daily bread. (Vs. 11)
[J Your Sufficiency: “Give”
(] Your Supply: ‘this day”
[ My Satisfaction: “daily bread”

*And my God will supply all your needs according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4:19)

e God as : forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. (Vs. 12)
(] Your Reconciliation: “forgive us”

[(J My Righteousness: “our debts”
[J Their Release: “our debtors”

*If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us of our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (1 John 1:9)
3. Declaration of Trust and Triumph:

e Godas : lead us not into temptation. (Vs. 13a)
[J Your Guidance: “lead”
(] Your Guarantee: “not”
(] My Guardrails: “into temptation”

*No temptation has overtaken you that is not common to man. God is faithful, and he will not let you be tempted beyond your ability,
but with the temptation he will also provide the way of escape, that you may be able to endure it. (1 Corinthians 10:13)

e Godas : deliver us from evil. (Vs. 13b)
(] Your Power: “deliver”
(] Your Purpose: “from”
[J will Prevail: “evil”

*Little children, you are from God and have overcome them, for he who is in you is greater than he who is in the world. (1 John 4:4)

Takeaway: The Lord’s Prayer is a Kingdom Prayer of UP, IN & OUT.
