B. Spiritual Formation: “And these words that | commanded you today shall be on your heart. You shall
teach them diligently to your children” (Duet. 6:6-7)
Parenting is about : “And he will turn the hearts of fathers to their children and the hearts of
children to their fathers” (Malachi 4:6)
A. Live a Life worth Imitating: “Be imitators of me, as | am of Christ” (1 Cor. 11:1)
B. Pursue your Child’s Heart: (Quality Time, Gifts, Touch, Service, Affirmation)
C. Avoid Exasperation: “Father’s do not provoke your children, lest they be discouraged” (Col. 3:21)
*Favoritism, Neglect, Overprotection, Criticism

C. Correcting: “For the Lord reproves him whom he loves, as a father the son in whom he delights”
(Proverbs 3:12)
D. Reproving: “Those whom | love, | reprove and discipline” (Rev. 3:19)
