Text:  Every word of God proves true; he is a shield to those who take refuge in him.(Proverbs 30:5) 
Target:  Get in the WORD and Let the WORD get in you. 

. The PRIORITY of GETTING in the WORD: This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth,
but you shall meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do according to all that is written
in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success. (Joshua 1:8)

A. God desires to SPEAK to you: “Call to me and I will answer you, and will tell you great and
hidden things that you have not known” (Jer. 33:3) 

1. To Know His Character.
2. To Experience His Goodness.
3. To Trust His Faithfulness.

A. God desires to SANCTIFY you: “Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth” (John 17:17)
1. Free you from Sin: “And you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free” (John

8:32)
2. Walk In Truth: “If you love me, you will keep my commandments” (John 14:15)
3. Empowered in the Holy Spirit: “But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will

send in my name, he will teach you all things and bring to your remembrance all that I
have said to you.” (John 14:26) 

A. God desires to do SOMETHING through you: “Let the Word of Christ dwell in you richly,
teaching and admonishing one another in all wisdom…” (Col. 3:16)

. The PRACTICALITY of BEING in the WORD: “All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable
for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness” (2 Tim. 3:16)

A. Get Organized: (time, place, translation, plan, highlighter, pen, journal) 
A. Pursue God’s Presence: “You will seek me and find me, when you seek me with all your heart”

(Jeremiah 29:13) 
A. Gaze Vs. Glance:“Be attentive to my words, incline your ear to my sayings. Let them not escape

from your sight; keep them within your heart” (Proverbs 4:20)   
1. Observation:  What stands out? 
2. Interpretation: What did it mean to the original recipient? 
3. Application: What am I supposed to do?  

a. Praise God for something?
a. Prayer to pray?
a. Promise to claim?
a. Commandment to follow?
a. Sin to avoid?
a. Knowledge to gain?
a. Example to follow?

2. Memorization: What should I remember?

A. Avoid Temptation towards you: “How can a young man keep his way pure? By guarding it

according to your word” (Psalm 119:9)
A. God will use you: “teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am

with you always, to the end of the age.” (Matthew 28:20)
